Our Church Council will ultimately 
determine what further actions, if any, to recommend to the congregation as a result.  This team has already 
started meeting weekly, and they are also carefully researching our church’s options, which is very 
challenging and time-consuming work.  They need your prayers (as does our Church Council).   If you have 
questions about the work of this team, please speak to Pastor Kelly or Craig Schwarting.
