+ 60 families in the Covington School

District are essentially homeless

(Lori Eifert, Covington Schools)

*+ The transient rate among Covington
students is 32% (this means that a third of the
students will move during the school year)

* There are 1500 empty buildings in
Covington; most are homes (in foreclosure)

(Mayor Denny Bowman)

* The Emergency Cold Shelter will be able to
reopen this winter in Covington (on Scott 5t.)
(Rachel Winters)

* 24% of children in Covington are
considered to be living in poverty (well
below a 'livable wage' level). A dumpy one
bedroom apartment in Covington costs
$500 per month plus utilities.
