Over the several weeks, you have received various reminders about the
positive difference your giving makes. Without your support — your prayers, presence, giving, service and witness - it
would not be possible to carry out the numerous and multi-dimensional ministries of Immanuel. Consider the various
children’s programs, the many youth activities, opportunities for worship, fellowship, leading, learning and growing, or our
outreach to the broader community. Only the faithful giving of our church family makes all these ministries possible — we
need to “step up” for Christ and each other and for our community.

Christian’s believe that God expects us to be good stewards of the resources entrusted to our management — our
time, talent, and treasure. Although Stewardship is about more than money — it is never about less than money. Investing
our money - tithes and offerings - in the work of God is an essential part of our responsibility as Christians. It is also a joy-
ful privilege to give financially to advance the cause of Christ in our community and world.

We also encourage you to step up, or move closer to a tithe (giving 10% of income). The great thing about tithing
(10% of income) is that is proportional — meaning the amount goes up or down with changes in our income. So whatever
happens economically, or whatever our personal situations, we can continue to make the same sacrificial gift (a tithe) even
though the sizes of our gifts will differ. Stepping up to a tithe all at once may seem out of reach. But the important thing is
to move in that direction. Even moving up just a percentage point a year will put you on the right road, going in the right
direction. More importantly it will grow your faith and enable the ministry of your church to prosper.

We understand that in these times of economic turmoil, estimating your giving for the whole year is difficult. 1f
things change in the coming year you can always adjust your estimate to reflect those changes. Like you, Immanuel must
plan ahead for (ministry) costs - and that is why your estimate of giving is so very important.
